Delegates.



Wayne County Structure

>  Wayne County — Is structured differently than any other
county In the State of Michigan.

> Congressional District 13 — This district resides completely
within Wayne County; Precinct Delegates only elect a

Congressional District Committee at its January 26 County
Convention. This includes 25 members.



Wayne Gounty Structure continued

> Congressional District 6 & 12 — overlap Oakland and/or
Washtenaw counties. Precinct delegates from all counties within each
district will elect their Congressional District Committee members at the
District Caucus on the night before the State Convention February 18.

> Wayne 6 & 12 Districts — will meet January 26 at separate
conventions to elect a Chair, Vice Chair, Secretary, Treasurer and 10
Executive Committee members. Precinct Delegates will also select
Delegates to the State Convention.
